Three key areas of work are already underway

Climate change

Climate change is likely to have greatest impact on the world’s
poorest people. UKCDS is mapping climate change funding
initiatives and activities of its members and other stakeholders. 
It will identify collaborative opportunities that will strengthen 
activities and help to improve the relevance of research to
developing countries. 

UKCDS members are already involved with important programmes,
such as:

• Living With Environmental Change (LWEC)
A ten-year programme to provide decision makers with the 
best information to effectively manage and protect vital
ecosystem services and livelihoods. 

• Ecosystems Services and Poverty Alleviation (ESPA)
A programme to improve ecosystems management policies and
help alleviate poverty in the developing world.

Horizon scanning

Horizon scanning can help to identify potential future opportunities
and risks that enable policymakers to develop strategies to plan better
for the future. UKCDS is working with the DIUS Horizon Scanning Centre
to review existing horizon scanning activity which is relevant to science
and technology needs of developing countries and to identify whether 
a specific horizon scanning activity is appropriate.

Capacity building

Science and technology is central to poverty reduction and economic
growth. To benefit from science and technology, developing countries
need to build the capacity to adapt, create, exploit and disseminate
scientific knowledge. The UKCDS is carrying out a review of scientific
capacity (including people, institutions, systems and processes) and will
consider existing capacity and future needs. 

UKCDS will map the various activities of its funders and other key
stakeholders to provide the basis for future collaborative activity.
