 ‘Coherence in British International Development Policy: where the next Parliament should and could take us’
Monday 29th March 2010

The Development Policy Group of the University of Edinburgh’s Public Policy Network (PPN), in collaboration with the Development Politics Group of the PSA UK, is holding a one-day workshop at the Political Studies Association UK conference in Edinburgh, 29 March to 1 April 2010. The workshop will be held on Monday 29th March.
For over ten years, the United Kingdom has been at the forefront of attempts to tackle poverty and major development issues through seeking consensus at the global level between all actors in development. Nevertheless, development remains subject to the vagaries of domestic politics. Decisions about which developing countries to support and how are affected by shifting politics as well as by changes in the geopolitical environment. Moreover, there is a constant debate within many donor countries about the relationship between different arms of international relations: development, trade, foreign policy and security.

Each of the main political parties in the United Kingdom has set out its plans for international development within policy papers. In the run-up to general elections in the UK in 2010, this workshop will explore these policies in light of debates around coherence and emerging challenges of international development in the 21st century.

The day-long workshop will be divided into four sessions. The morning sessions will be devoted to academic papers, with discussants from the policy community, on the themes of:

· coherence in international development policy, and 

· new development challenges in the 21st century

The afternoon will involve a session on the policy positions of the main political parties in the UK, followed by a round-table discussion with representatives of the main political parties. 
Call for papers and contributions

Contributions are sought for this workshop from academics, policy analysts or development activists on the following themes: 

1. Coherence in International Development

We are interested in papers on state of the art thinking about the links between development, foreign policy, security/defence, environment and international trade. 

2. New Development Challenges in the 21st century

We are interested in papers on emerging concerns and key challenges for the future in international development, such as climate change, security, migration, the economic downturn and aid effectiveness. 
3. Coherence within UK Politics 

We are looking for commentators to address the positions of the mainstream UK political parties on the topic of coherence, examining their manifesto pledges and policy papers on international relations and international development. Each contributor would comment on the positions of one or two parties.
